The 3'd National Conference of Chief Secretaries was held under the
Chairmanship of Hon'ble Prime Minister during 27-29 December, 2023 atNew Delhi.
During that Conference, Hon'ble Prime Minister emphasized the need for engaging
school children as change agents and suggested that students should be able to
study about importance of drinking water through a special chapter on JJM in their
syllabus.

ln this context, Jal Jeevan Mission (JJM) has made remarkable progress in
transforming lives across rural lndia by ensuring access to safe and adequate
drinking water. Beyond infrastructure creation, the true strength of the Mission lies
in building community ownership and empowering local institutions for sustainable
service delivery.

Further, it may be noted that the Ministry of Education has incorporated
WASH components in the NCERT syllabus, and NCERT has also shared its feedback
regarding inclusion of WASH content in textbooks for Grades l-Vlll (attached). ln
view of this, there is a need for States/UTs to undertake coordinated efforts with
SCERIS and State Education Boards to ensure effective integration of WASH
components into SCERT syllabi, textbook, and teacher training frarneworks at the
State/UT level.

lnstitutionalizing WASH education in the formal school system will play a crucial role
in promoting responsible water use, improved sanitation and hygiene practices,
behavioural change, and long-term sustainability of rural water supply and
sanitation i nfrastructu re.

ln this regard, I would request you to kindly:

l. Facilitate coordinated action between SCERT and the State Education Board
for integration of WASH components in SCERT syllabi and textbooks, in
alignment with the feedback received from NCERT (attached); and

ll. Ensure that teacher training modules are suitably updated to incorporate
WASH-related content in a structured and sustained manner
